Louis Braille was born January 4, 1809 in Coupvray, France. Today he is recognized across the world because of
the great contribution he made to the world when he invented the Braille System that is used today. He did not live to
see Braille become the literacy tool used by blind and visually impaired individuals around the world, but he worked
tirelessly to develop the system of Braille as we know it today. There is a Braille display set up at the Muskogee Public
Library by Mrs. Paula Rogers. Go by and check it out.

Braille is the primary median for many of our students, and Braille Literacy is an important part of what we try to
teach our students. The Braille Writing Test is given to students twice a year at the Oklahoma School for the Blind, and the
committee likes to recognize students for their progress. The committee wants to encourage our students to keep those
skills up and to continue to improve their Braille skills. We don’twant them to just settle for where they are with their
Braille today but strive to improve it daily.
